
LOCATION  
 
GRADE LEVEL : Middle School 
 
SUBJECT: Geography, Social Studies 
 
TIME REQUIRED : One class Period 
 
OBJECTIVES:  
To learn Korea's absolute geographical location as well as its location relative to neighboring 
countries. 
 
To understand how Korea's central location between Japan, China and Russia has served as a 
bridge over which cultural transmission has occurred.  
 
MATERIALS : 
Classroom world maps/globes  
Map of Asia 
Map of Korea 
 
PROCEDURES: 
1.  Ask students to define “peninsula.” 
2.  Have students identify various peninsulas on a map.  
3.  Locate Korea on a world map, then:  

a. Have students (in pairs) write down as many things as they can to describe the location 
of Korea.  They should be able to give its location in terms of latitude and longitude, as 
well as in relation to surrounding countries and bodies of water. 
b. Compare student answers as a class 
c. Have students consider how Korea's geography might have influenced its history   

4.  Look at the map of Korea. What are the physical features of Korea?  Copy these features onto 
a blank of Korea.  Have students discuss how these features might influence the economy and 
history of Korea.
