Use that information to create line graphs of weatrends in both cities.
Compare the differences of weather in Seoul and gibyi using the graph.
Explain in writing the comparisons of the weathebath cities.

MATERIALS REQUIRED:
* Globe or world map
* Internet
* Pencil, paper
» Graph paper

BACKGROUND:

The climate of South Korea is varied, with the pdsi of September through October and April
through May being very mild with little rain. Therhperatures in these months usually range
from 60° to 70°F (15° to 27°C). The temperatureoigler in the mountainous regions. June, July
and August are the rainy, hot months of the mongmmriod with temperatures ranging from 80°
to 90°F (28° to 37 °C). The period between Decerabd February can be very cold.

PROCEDURES:

1. Using a globe or a world map, have the studentstéothe equator and the North Pole in
relation to the Korean peninsula.

2. Describe the kind of terrain that exists on theipgua and how it might affect the
climate of Korea.

3. Ask students to predict the types of weather ints#orea.

4. Compare their predictions to the weather pattarrbeir home state.

5. Demonstrate how to locate and record the curreihy deather of Seoul and their home
city using the Internet.

6. Have a student locate and record the daily temperaif the two cities each day during
the month of January.

7. At the end of the month, demonstrate and have staatent make a line graph to show
how the two cities compare in temperature.

8. Have the students write a paragraph noting thelaities and differences between the
two cities.
